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Sharewell's Magnetic Guidance System (MGS) is a directional steering system which provides real-time information 
for directional drilling in the pipeline, utility and environmental industries.

For pipeline and utility drilling, Sharewell's TruTracker® System can be used with the MGS as a secondary, 
independent verification of the borehole path. It is valuable for critical exit points and areas of possible magnetic 
interference. TruTracker can be operated at depths in excess of 100 feet and is accurate to ± 2% of the vertical 
depth of the probe. For example, at 50 feet vertical depth, TruTracker is accurate to one foot.

The MGS enables the driller to guide the drill head with known positioning by providing immediate information on tool 
face, azimuth (horizontal direction) and inclination (vertical direction). At the surface a computer processes the data to 
provide additional information on depth, course length and distance off a predetermined azimuth.

The system consists of four main components: a downhole probe, driller's console, surface processing unit and 
computer. The downhole probe is placed directly behind the bottom hole assembly which may include a jetting head 
and oriented sub or a drill bit and mud motor. Information is gathered by the downhole probe and transmitted to the 
surface processing unit through a single conductor wireline. The data is simultaneously processed and transmitted to 
the driller's console providing continuous information on drill head orientation.
